A gift of £500 or $910 can fund a year's nursing supplies for a

home-based care team in South Africa.

Welcome to new partners
We are delighted to introduce another two new partners: Ethembeni Community Project in South
Africa and Success Self Help Group in Kenya.

Ethembeni Community Project, based in a small town outside Port Elizabeth, provides an invaluable
support base for local children and young people. 200 orphans and vulnerable children attend a daily
pre-school at the centre and another 50 benefit from an after-school club. A bereavement group for
older children meets twice a week, helping orphans and vulnerable children cope with their situations.
Home-based care remains a significant part of the work and Ethembeni volunteers visit around 60
people each week in their homes. On Friday nights, they visit local taverns to stimulate debate about
HIV/AIDS and encourage behaviour change.

Success Self Help Group, based in Kibera slum in Nairobi, welcomes members who are affected by
HIV/AIDS, including those living with the virus, orphaned children and those caring for others.
Members contribute their time, their skills and financial resources to support each other. Today the
group has a membership of almost 600 children and adults. SSHG runs its own school, provides food
to the most needy in the community, visits the sick in their homes and facilitates micro-finance and
small business development for some of its members. It has an active programme of educating its
membership about HIV and associated issues.
